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Today’s Gospel

In today’'s Gospel we read about how Jesus overturned the tables of the merchants and the
moneychangers in the temple at Jerusalem. Jesus’ action at the temple in Jerusalem is recorded
in all four Gospels and is often understood to be among the events that led to Jesus’ arrest and
Crucifixion. We must read the Gospel of John carefully, especially in its presentation of Jesus’
relationship to Judaism. The Gospel of John tends to reflect greater tension and animosity
between Jesus and the Jewish authorities than the Synoptic Gospels. The Gospel of John was
the last of the four Gospels to be written, and its narrative reflects the growing divide between the
Jewish community and the early Christian community. Thus, greater emphasis on the distinction
between Christianity and Judaism is found in John’s Gospel.

After clearing the Temple of the merchants and the moneychangers, John’s Gospel tells us that
the people asked for a sign of Jesus’ authority to do such an audacious act. In response, Jesus
predicted his death and Resurrection. Throughout John's Gospel, the language of signs is
distinctive. Jesus’ miracles are called signs, and the people look to these signs for proof of his
authority. Here we learn that the sign par excellence will be Jesus’ passion, death, and
resurrection.

During Lent we reflect upon the meaning of this sign for us and for our world. We might take this
opportunity to consider the quality of our prayer and worship. In our prayers we seek to deepen
our relationship with the person of Christ. In our worship with the community, we gather to
experience anew the passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus and its significance in our lives.
