The Baptism of the Lord:  Today is the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, The Baptism of the Lord which commemorates 
Jesus' baptism by John the Baptist in the Jordan River, a pivotal event marking the start of Jesus’ public ministry and 
revealing Him as the Son of God.  This Feast which marks the end of the Christmas Season in the Church’s liturgical 
calendar.  
 
Nativity Festival – Thank you to those who helped with, supported and/or attended our 2nd Nativity Festival.  It was a 
beautiful occasion allowing us to reach out to the local parish and invite them to celebrate the Holy Family with us.  Over 
150 people came through our doors and although this was not a fund raiser, we did receive a total of £425.90 which is 
fantastic, thank you all.  
 
St Mark’s 100 CLUB – This club raises funds for the Parish and hold a monthly prize draw where three 
cash prizes are won.
