The Feast of the Assumption:  Friday of this week, 15th August, is the Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, when we celebrate the spiritual and physical departure of the mother of Jesus Christ from the earth, when 
both her soul and her body were taken into the presence of God.  This feast day is a Holy Day of Obligation on which 
all Catholics are required to attend Mass.  Masses at St Mary Magdalen will be celebrated at 10:00 am and 7:00 pm.
