Tinned food, beans, soup, vegetables, Pasta, rice, noodles, Tea, coffee, long-life milk, Cereals and snacks, Toiletries.

Give financially, bank details at the front of the newsletter, please
quote Pantry. Money helps us keep the pantry stocked when donations run low. Every £10 can provide several meals.
